How much can | earn?

Wages vary enormously from country to country, tifoin general, the standard of living you can
expect as a teacher of English is good. Througthmutelatively cheap countries of Eastern
Europe, wages are well above the national averadeisually run between USD/EUR 500 and
1000 net monthly. In pricier Western European ¢toes such as France or Germany they will be
double though you may find that your standardwhg remains the same. In many countries in
Asia, it is possible to earn much higher wagestupUR/USD 3000 per month) or in lucrative
markets such as Saudi Arabia, more still.

Many schools will also help you find accommodatomd either pays your airfare or a further
month’s salary as a bonus upon completion of yoatract. More specific details of any country
or area, which particularly appeal to you, willdiscussed with you during your TEFL course at
the Via Lingua center you choose.

Which countries am | likely to be able to find workin?

Exactly which opportunities are open to you athibginning of your TEFL teaching career can
depend on a number of factors. Firstly, your metiity and the nature of the passport you hold.

If you are a UK (or other EU) passport holder, yall of course have an advantage whilst looking
for teaching jobs in the EU. No work visa or ragé is involved and in most cases the school
simply employs you through a similar process to aingheir local employees. As an American,
Canadian, Australian or New Zealand teacher, thp@xipnities vary enormously from country to
country. Greece is the biggest TEFL-teaching ntarkéhe world. In Germany, Italy or Portugal,
finding work is generally easier as compared tarSpaFrance. Many non-EU (also many British)
teachers elect to first gain some valuable expeeidry teaching in Eastern Europe for 6-12 months
before trying to brake into the EU market. Praigue favorite starting location. Once you have
one or two decent references on your CV/resumeynmaore doors will open up.

There are, of course, opportunities for non-EUaretls to find work as teachers in Western
Europe. A large number of teachers work in Spsagme without ever obtaining the necessary
working visa: a fact to which the authorities seterturn a blind eye. There are also an increasing
number of American Language Schools (includingMlgLingua school in Florence, Italy) across
Western Europe who makes a business of employaupézs from the US and Canadian to teach
North American English.

In North and to a lesser extent, South Americasthetion is generally reversed and the preference
is for American teachers. Here, likewise, howeespecially in Mexico where Via Lingua runs its



American operations from Guadalajara, teacherd ob#onalities should be able to find
employment with our help.

In the Far East, opportunities are almost boundldapan, Korea, Taiwan and China all have
burgeoning and increasingly lucrative markets fawly qualified English language teachers. In
South East Asia there are numerous schools wilbrtgke on native English speaking teachers for
both long and short-term contracts. In the Midgiest, highly paid jobs are available for more
experienced teachers and those who are prepasatdpt the cultural differences of living and
working in a very different (but fascinating) sdgisuch as Morocco or even Libya or Saudi
Arabia.
